INSTRUCTIONS: OBSERVERS, TIME AND DISTANCE

Observers in the field are counted separately from observers owling and at feeders. Please complete the blanks asking for the numbers of each. When filling out numbers of parties, remember this includes only parties in the field in daylight hours. To calculate the number of daylight parties, use the number of parties starting out the day as your basic number. In many cases, this will be only number required. However, if parties split up, the maximum number in the field at any given time during the day should be reported, and the basic number becomes the minimum.


EXAMPLE: Count Frozentoes, AK starts the day with 3 parties. At noon,two of the parties split up into two parties each for the remainder of the day. Therefore, the minimum number of parties reported during the day is 3 and the max. is 5. Report this as 3-5 in the space provided.


Frozentoes,AK also had an interpid group of countesr out owling from 4:45 to 6 a.m.,but this party should not be included in the daylight hours total. There were 4 people feeder-watching for several hours during the day as well, but again this is not recorded in the daylight party number.
